Dorset Council News
Crisis and Resilience Fund Now Live

From 1 April 2026, Dorset Council has launched the new Crisis and Resilience Fund (CRF), replacing previous support schemes. The fund will continue to provide targeted help for residents facing financial hardship, including support with essential living costs and housing-related expenses.
Residents in need are encouraged to seek advice early through the council or local support organisations.


Recycling Centre Booking System Now in Place
Following its introduction in late March, the new booking system is now operational at recycling centres in Dorchester, Wimborne, Shaftesbury and Sherborne. Early feedback suggests that the system is helping to reduce queues and improve site access.
Residents are reminded that booking is free for Dorset households and can be completed online or by phone.


Highways Repairs Programme Expands
In response to the significant increase in potholes and road defects earlier this year, Dorset Council has confirmed that additional highways repair work will be carried out during spring and summer.
Priority is being given to roads most affected by winter flooding. Residents are encouraged to continue reporting defects via the Dorset Council website.



Housing Demand and Support Services

Demand for housing support remains high across Dorset. The council continues to prioritise prevention and early intervention, with services focused on helping residents remain in stable accommodation wherever possible.
Work is ongoing with partners to ensure sufficient support is available for vulnerable households.


Climate and Environment Work Continues
Dorset Council is continuing to develop its environmental and sustainability programmes, including work on energy efficiency, nature recovery and reducing carbon emissions across council services.
Further updates are expected later this year as plans progress.


2. Portland Incinerator – Update
There have been no substantive planning changes since the last report. However, national legislative proposals affecting new incinerator developments continue to progress through Parliament.
Locally, the proposed changes to the environmental permit for the Portland facility remain under consideration by the Environment Agency. Dorset Council continues to monitor developments and engage where appropriate.


3. West Purbeck Community News & Local Update
Wool

The Friends of Wool Library AGM at the end of March was well attended, with continued strong support for the library and its community role. Plans are underway for further events and activities over the coming months.


East Lulworth
Work on the culvert has progressed well, with the road expected to fully reopen shortly following earlier disruption.


West Lulworth
The consultation on double yellow lines along Main Road has now closed, with feedback currently being reviewed.


Bere Regis
The Neighbourhood Plan Review continues, with community input helping to shape future development priorities.
The Parish Council is also continuing discussions with Wessex Water regarding ongoing drainage issues in the village.


Moreton
Work continues on the development of a community resilience plan, aimed at improving local preparedness for extreme weather and other emergencies.

Affpuddle & Turnerspuddle
A number of local planning applications remain under consideration, with parish councils actively engaging in the planning process and representing community views.


Coombe Keynes
Preparations are underway for the annual 10k run, including planned temporary road closures. Further details will be shared locally.


Chaldon Herring
The Parish continues to explore options for a small village museum, alongside ongoing attention to highways matters including the ford.


Winfrith Newburgh & East Knighton
The Community Food Scheme continues to grow, with the Tuesday Family Supper Club remaining a popular and well-supported initiative.


Bloxworth
The Parish continues to monitor local highways and drainage issues following winter weather, with ongoing engagement with Dorset Council where needed.

· The launch of the Crisis and Resilience Fund provides continued support for residents facing financial pressures. 

· Improvements to recycling centre access and highways repairs should help address practical issues raised over recent months.

Statement of Reasonable Expectations
Introduction
This statement sets out the reasonable expectations for partnership working between Parish and Town Councils1 and Dorset Council.

Dorset Association of Parish and Town Councils (DAPTC) enters into this agreement in its role representing and supporting its member Parish and Town Councils throughout Dorset.
Both parties support a shared commitment to the communities and residents of Dorset. The statement aims to foster better working relationships, enhance democratic representation, and ensure effective service delivery for the benefit of local communities.
1. Mutual Respect and Recognition
i. Dorset Council recognises Parish and Town Councils as statutory, democratically elected bodies with legislated roles and responsibilities, the power of taxation and a deep understanding of local issues.

ii. Parish and Town Councils respect Dorset Council’s role as the democratically elected Principal Authority in strategic planning and delivery of a range of statutory services across its area.

iii. Dorset Council also recognises the role played by DAPTC in representing the collective views and interests of most Town and Parish Councils.

iv. Both parties commit to a spirit of cooperation, valuing each other’s contributions and responsibilities, with a view to ensuring an effective and appropriate response to the differing needs and priorities of local places and communities.

2. Communication and Engagement
i. Dorset Council and Parish and Town Councils will recognise and foster the importance of a constructive and regular working relationship between the Dorset Council Ward Member and the parish meeting, parish council or town council they liaise with. This relationship should be based on openness, mutual respect and timely communication, supporting the effective flow of local knowledge, community priorities and informed decision making.

ii. Dorset Council will provide best effort provision of timely and relevant updates on policies, projects, and decisions affecting local communities, and will consult
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1 Parish and Town Councils includes precept raising bodies such as Parish Meetings.
with Parish and Town Councils well before making decisions or policy changes that impact their role and operations or the wellbeing of their place and community.
iii. Parish and Town Councils will share local insights and concerns to inform Dorset Council’s decision making by attending regular forums or liaison meetings when established to facilitate open dialogue and exchange of views.

iv. Clear points of contact will be maintained to ensure smooth communication, by all parties.

v. Engagement periods will allow sufficient time for meaningful input, and each party undertakes to consider the other’s views and insights before making decisions, to seek clarification where necessary, and provide meaningful feedback.
3. Support and Capacity Building
i. Dorset Council, Parish and Town Councils, and DAPTC will collaborate to identify key areas for guidance and training and determine the most effective methods of delivery. This joint effort will aim to enhance the capabilities of Parish and Town Councils and support the expansion of their role within the local governance framework.
ii. Resources, toolkits, and best practice examples will be shared between the parties to support effective local governance.

iii. Parish and Town Councils will proactively seek opportunities to upskill and enhance their role in service delivery in key areas agreed by both parties, community leadership and engagement.

iv. Parish and Town Councils will develop financial and strategic plans for the short, medium, and longer term to set out their ambitions for the community around them and enhance their role in place management.

v. Elected members for all parties should be supported and trained to understand the benefits of co-working and partnering toward better outcomes for communities they jointly serve.

vi. Development of personnel in Parish and Town Councils, particularly those in senior roles like Clerks, will be encouraged to enable them to undertake broader roles and responsibilities effectively.

4. Collaborative Working
i. Dorset Council, Ward Members and Parish and Town Councils are encouraged to work directly and collaboratively to identify, design and deliver projects that bring mutual benefit to local communities. This includes early engagement on opportunities, transparent sharing of relevant information, and a shared commitment to achieving positive, practical outcomes for residents.
ii. Dorset Council, Ward Members and Parish and Town Councils will work together to identify, explore, and, where mutually agreed, pursue opportunities for joint
initiatives and shared services, and including the transfer or devolution of assets and services.

iii. Partnership working and a problem-solving approach will be adopted to address challenges collectively and improve local service delivery and community outcomes.
iv. Dorset Council will work constructively with Parish and Town Councils to facilitate changes through Community Governance Reviews where these strengthen democratic representation.

v. Greater collaboration between neighbouring Parish and Town Councils will be encouraged to ensure best value asset management and service delivery.

5. Transparency and Accountability
i. Decisions and actions will be made transparently, with clear explanations provided for major policy changes or service alterations.
ii. All parties will uphold transparency in their own operations, ensuring local communities are informed and engaged.

iii. Mechanisms for feedback and review will be in place to assess the effectiveness of collaboration and address any issues constructively.

iv. This statement will be reviewed jointly on a periodic basis.
Conclusion
This statement represents a shared commitment to strengthening democratic representation and delivering better outcomes for Dorset’s communities. By fostering mutual trust, engagement, and cooperation, Parish and Town Councils and Dorset Council can work together effectively to serve the needs of residents.

CLERK’S REPORT APRIL 2026
Filming in the village – We have been approached by a final year student from Bournemouth University who is currently working on a graduate film project with their group. The script requires a small village area and, having recently visited Bere Regis, they felt it was a match for their vision. They have been given permission to film inside the Royal Oak and will be filming in the streets of the village. It is set in the 1960s, following a band. One of the cast members will be a busker who will be wearing special effects makeup. Filming will take place on Sunday 19th April.

Regis Initiative – The first virtual meeting of the group will take place on the 14th April . Four other councils have indicated that they will be attending and the topics to be covered will include social media connections and shared promotions; encouraging cross-council participation; establishing a ‘Regis Group’ and sharing best practice and expertise. 

Citizens Advice - A thank you letter has been received from Citizens Advice in East Dorset and Purbeck for the £500 donation made. They will now be bringing their Advice Bus to the central car park on Friday 24th April, 1st May and 8th May. No appointment is needed and there will be advisers on board to help with a range of issues including benefits, debt and money, employment, energy, water schemes, family, housing, legal and more. The bus will be on site from 1pm to 3pm on each of the Fridays listed. 

Sewer issues – Wessex Water have confirmed that they will be carrying out essential repairs of the sewers in Bere Regis after their investigations of the condition of the sewer network revealed a number of faults. 

‘Relining and sealing sewers in this way helps protect the environment, preventing foul water escaping and groundwater entering sewers, which can lead to flooding or storm overflows automatically discharging into rivers or the sea if the system becomes overwhelmed.
You can read more about the work we’re carrying out to protect the environment at wessexwater.co.uk/overflows
This work will be carried out between Monday 11 May and Friday 22 May 2026, using ‘no-dig’ techniques, which are quicker and less intrusive than replacing the pipe in a conventional manner.
· Monday 11 – Friday 15 May 2026 – A road closure will be in place on Southbrook, at the junction with Elder Road between 8pm and 6am each day. 
· Monday 18 – Friday 22 May 2026 – Three-way traffic lights will be in operation on Southbrook, at the junction leading to Egdon Close. 
Access will be maintained for residents, although it may be delayed at times and our on-site team will work with customers with regard to any specific access requirements.
There may be some noise disruption while this work, some of which will be completed at night, is carried out but every effort will be made to keep this to a minimum.

Water and sewerage services can be used as normal unless we advise otherwise.

We will shortly be writing to local customers to advise them about this work and I attach a copy of that letter for your information. In the meantime, should you have any further questions about this project, please do not hesitate to contact me via this email address.’

Distgen – £3,443.79 has been received for the 4th quarter contribution. £2,295.86 will be put towards the play park upgrade and £1,147.93 will be made available for village groups to submit grant requests. 

Lengthsman update – The anti-slip strips have now all been put down on the boardwalks. 

Dorset Community Transport Grant – The grant has been increased to £2,500 and was received on the 30th March.

PSDF account – Although the interest rate on the account has dropped slightly, it is still performing well – 3.76% throughout February. The balance on the account as at the 31st March  2026 was £195,408.51.

Clerks’ Café Sessions – This is a new initiative, set up by DAPTC, aimed at smaller councils across Dorset. These will be online sessions that will run for an hour every five to six weeks and aim to provide updates, presentations, and a discussion forum for clerks. These are informational events for clerks as practitioners and are separate from the new in-person DAPTC Parish Networking event for officers and councillors trailed in the latest e-news.
