Item 15
CLERK’S REPORT MAY 2026

Play Park – The annual inspection has been booked for July although the exact date is not given out.

Regis Initiative – The first virtual meeting of the group took place on the 14th April . Four other councils attended, three of whom were town councils. At this stage it is difficult to see how we, as a parish council, will benefit but I will continue to attend the meetings and provide updates for any points raised.  

Speed Reduction on the A35 – More specifically, the link road between the Shell Garage roundabout and the Poole Hill roundabout. We have asked in the past for the speed to be reduced to 40mph and, following the accident in March, the issue was raised once again. Dorset Highways currently have three collisions on their database – 2 on the roundabout and 1 on the main carriageway. The March incident is in addition to these. The stretch of road does not, apparently, meet the criteria for reduction to a 40mph limit. However, the Road Safety Team have confirmed that the A35 between Bere Regis and the Bakers Arms roundabout forms part of the route analysis work now underway. As part of the work, they liaise closely with Dorset Police to ‘better understand collision causation’ and this will include liaison regarding the recent serious collision. The work will commence in June and will, potentially, take several months to complete but they have promised to provide an update in due course. In the meantime, we can keep reporting any incidents that we are aware of to ensure the request remains uppermost on their radar. 

Sewer issues –  Just a reminder of the works that are underway and the timings of the various road closures and traffic lights:

This work will be carried out between Monday 11 May and Friday 22 May 2026, using ‘no-dig’ techniques, which are quicker and less intrusive than replacing the pipe in a conventional manner.
· Monday 11 – Friday 15 May 2026 – A road closure will be in place on Southbrook, at the junction with Elder Road between 8pm and 6am each day. 
· Monday 18 – Friday 22 May 2026 – Three-way traffic lights will be in operation on Southbrook, at the junction leading to Egdon Close. 
Access will be maintained for residents, although it may be delayed at times and our on-site team will work with customers with regard to any specific access requirements.
There may be some noise disruption while this work, some of which will be completed at night, is carried out but every effort will be made to keep this to a minimum.
Water and sewerage services can be used as normal unless we advise otherwise.
Fly-tipping crackdown – An increase in enforcement against fly tipping and waste offences by Dorset Council led to 880 Fixed Penalty Notices issued in 2025, almost double the number in 2024. Residents are encouraged to report fly tipping as soon as they spot it. Note the location, take a photo if safe to do so, and avoid touching the waste or confronting anyone involved. Anyone hiring a trader to remove waste should check that they are licensed to do so. Reports of fly tipping can be made using Dorset Council’s online form or by calling 01305 221040. 

Village Hall repairs – During the recent roof repairs, sponsored by the Parish Council, it was noticed that a dormer window was in need of immediate refurbishment. It made sense to have this undertaken whilst the scaffolding was in place. The additional cost was £800 and the Chair, on behalf of the Parish Council agreed to cover 50% of this. 
 
Black Hill – I received an email from a gentleman who had been walking at Black Hill in early April and, as he was coming down through the old gravel diggings, through the gate and heading back to the village, cyclists went past him at a considerable rate giving him quite a scare. The track width at this point is about 4’ and uneven. When confronted later when he saw them loading their bikes onto a car, they became abusive. The Parish Council has been informed of the inconsiderate behaviour of cyclists on this path in the past. Unfortunately, there is little that can be done other than to ask cyclists to be considerate and do not come up behind elderly walkers at speed. The path is well-used by many local and non-local people and everyone should be able to enjoy it without fear of the inconsiderate behaviour of other users. 

Lengthsman – Work has started on the Churchyard as previously agreed. As at the end of April 10 hours had been spent on the grass cutting and strimming, at a cost of £185.00.

Distgen – £3,443.79 has been received for the 4th quarter contribution. £2,295.86 will be put towards the play park upgrade and £1,147.93 will be made available for village groups to submit grant requests.
